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“Made a list of all persons we had harmed, and became willing to make amends to them all.” 

STEP EIGHT 
      

 

     Step 8 seemed like a daunting task at first, but after working the first seven steps, it seemed much less for-

midable. 

My sponsor was a big help and key to getting me through Step 8. I was still unsure about making amends, after 

all, I’d said sorry for my drinking thousands of times. Why was this going to be different? 

That’s when my sponsor pointed out, that once again, I was jumping ahead. All we had to do at this stage was 

“make a list of all person’s we had harmed” and we already had a start. 

The writing I had done in Steps 4 and 5 formed the foundation for my Step 8 list. 

My sponsor told me to pray and meditate asking to remember those I had harmed and to add anyone that came 

up from that. We also met regularly and talked about the names on the list. It was a relief to have someone 

who could look at the names and talk to me about them based on the principles of A.A.  I was even surprised 

to find that I belonged on my Step 8 list. 

I was so focused on finding others, that I overlooked one of the persons I had harmed the most, myself. Up to 

this point I had been beating myself up pretty hard over the mess I’d creating with my drinking. Step 8 allowed 

me to have compassion for myself.  

Putting that list together also let me see again the effects of my drinking on the people around me and my life. 

Making the list also brought up some feelings of embarrassment and shame. Although, since I’d worked Step 5 

thoroughly, these feeling were now where near the intensity that they were at before.  

Step 8 for me was really just a get it done step. It was about taking that next right action on the path of getting 

sober. After all, I just had to willing to make the list. The face-to-face work would start in Step 9 (see… get-

ting ahead of myself again). 

Today Step 8 reminds me that I’ve changed. I live my life by different principles and it’s important that I do 

my best to not have to add anyone to a Step 8 list in the future.

can be arrested—by staying away from the first drink, one day at a time. 

  

We would encourage you to get in touch with the nearest A.A. Central Office or Intergroup to get further in-

formation on Alcoholics Anonymous, speak to an A.A. member or find local A.A. meetings. Many of these 

offices have websites and email.

A.A. is not connected with any other organization. But A.A. 

does cooperate with organizations that fight alcoholism. Some 

members work for such organizations — but on their own — 

not as representatives of A.A.  

A.A. does not accept money from sources outside A.A., either 

private or government.  

A.A. does not offer any social services, does not provide hous-

ing, food, clothing, jobs, or money. It helps alcoholics stay so-

ber, so they can earn these things for themselves.  

A.A. lives up to the “Anonymous” part of its title. It does not 

want members’ full names or faces to be revealed on radio, TV, 

newspapers or on new media technologies such as the Internet. 

And members do not tell other members’ names to people out-

side A.A. But members are not ashamed of belonging to A.A.

Tradition EightðLong form:  

ñAlcoholics Anonymous should remain forever non-professional. We define professionalism as the 

occupation of counseling alcoholics for fees or hire. But we may employ alcoholics where they are 

going to perform those services for which we might otherwise have to engage nonalcoholics. Such 

services may be well recompensed. But our usual A.A. Twelfth Step work is never to be paid for.ò 

 

This tradition tells us that Twelfth-Step work should never be paid for. Twelfth Step work, that is 

helping another alcoholic get and stay sober, works only when the object is to help another person 

to get sober while helping oneself to stay sober. If A.A. paid a person to talk to newcomers or to 

speak at our meetings, that personôs motivation for talking could be called into question, and the per-

son would be far less effective in helping others to get sober. When a new person sees that the peo-

ple trying to help him/her to stay sober are doing it not for money but to help themselves to stay so-

ber, there is a reason to hope that A.A. might actually work. There is also a sense that the Helper is 

on the same level as the person being helped; the person helping the newcomer is not ñbetter thanò 

the newcomer ï we are all equals.  

Whenever an AA member works and gets paid to do a job at the General Service Office (GSO) in 

New York or at a local Central Office, that person is NOT getting paid to do Twelfth-Step work, but to 

do a job that helps to make Twelfth-Step work possible. The staff at GSO answer questions and 

share information from AA Groups in order to help the Groups better carry the message to the still-

suffering alcoholic. They also make sure that AA literature is available to help carry the message to 

everyone who is affected by alcoholism. They help link professionals who come across alcoholics in 

the work find out how those alcoholics can be helped by AA members.  

A Central Office manager is responsible to answer phone calls and correspondence from both alco-

holics and those who seek information about AA at the local level, but the CO Manager is not getting 

paid to do Twelfth-Step work. The CO Manager links the person struggling to stop drinking to an AA 

member who will share their experience in getting and staying sober, usually encourage the person 

to get to an AA meeting, and introduce the person to other AA members to help the person find the 

fellowship and begin the journey of sobriety. The Central Office manager is also responsible to keep 

the list of AA meetings current, print schedules, make sure AA literature is available for Groups, and 

help link people who want more information about AA to the right AA service committees. For exam-

ple, if a hospital or treatment center wants someone to talk to their patients about AA, the Central 

Office manager would pass that request to one of the Districts for the hospital/treatment center com-

mittee; or if the county is holding a senior healthcare fair, someone from the Public Information or 

Cooperation with the Professional Community Committee would be responsible to see what might 

work best. The Central Office manager does not go to speak for those types of requests; AA mem-

bers doing service work on those committees go.  

By never paying for Twelfth-Step work, AA keeps the basic formula for success for sobriety simple: 

just one alcoholic talking with another.

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Safety in A.A. Workshop - 7/29/17: Please note this is a summarized version of the workshop minutes.  

 

First Topic: How do we handle disruptive behavior in a meeting? 

 

Group 1 

- Anonymity doesn’t protect members in the moment of assault. We are all responsible. 

- Be weary of “Mr. Right” if you have kids. You can check the Hawaii Registered Sex Offenders website. 

- If a person is continuously threatened by someone, that individual can get a restraining order. 

Group 2 

- Take person aside from Meeting and talk to that person alone. 

- Discuss at Home Group/Business Meeting; Get a group conscious. 

- Safety Statement in Format. 

Group 3 

- if out of hand or drunk – other members take disruptive person outside 

- Use soft voice to disruptive person works better than to engage in confrontation. 

- Home groups have a plan on how to handle difficult situations. Discuss with all the secretaries.  

- Physical violence call 911 immediately. 

 

Second Topic: How do we handle predatory behavior in the AA community? 

 

Group 1 

1) Exploiting for money/labor: Teach AA appropriate behavior! 

2) Sexual: Long term sobriety doesn’t make someone a non-predator. It’s ok to discuss with sponsees who is-

n’t a safe person. In support of the fellowship, communication is vital.  

3) Touching is an important boundary that needs to be respected. Can put on business meeting agenda. 

Group 2 

1) Can get a TRO (Temporary Restraining Order) against abusive people who always come disruptive. 

2) Keep AA safe for new people – take responsibility to teach safe behavior to each other. 

3) Laminate the GSOs Safety Card for AA Groups and put on table at meetings. 

4) Religious Harassment 

Group 3 

1) We come to A.A. to stop drinking.  

2) If there is any violence, call the police immediately.  

3) Sponsors suggest to sponsees they wait a year before dating or involvement.  

4) Common Sense – See something, say something. Each person is responsible for self.  

Financial predatory behavior 

 1) Let newcomers know they can say “NO” to all requests. 

Strong Sponsorship 

Add to Format: Statement on Safety: “If you are not feeling safe in meeting, let someone know”
