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Seasons of Conscious Contact

“Sought through prayer and meditation to improve our conscious contact with God as we understood
Him, praying only for knowledge of His will for us and the power to carry that out.”

There are seasons on this island, even if they do not shout their presence. Here, the changes are sub-
tle — whispered in the scent of rain on lava rock, the bend of a palm frond, the shifting hue of the sea.
But they are real. And they mirror the turning of my inner landscape.

Kt — The Season of Fire

The sun rises over Haleakala, spilling light across the dry
slopes of Kula. Red dirt lifts in the wind like breath from the
‘aina, and the kiawe trees stand defiant in the heat. This is
the time of KU — the season of sun and fire. The heat of life
feels unrelenting. Things aren't going right, and | feel
scorched. Burned not only by misfortune, but by words | wish
I had never heard. Words spoken by people | love — people
who once looked at me with kindness — now speaking about
me with bitterness, contempt, or indifference. And just as
painful: the ones who said nothing at all.

There is a silence that screams louder than any insult. The absence of those who once stood by me
echoes like the empty wind through a dried-out gulch above Makawao. How could something once
so full become so hollow, so quickly? | keep asking, but silence has no answer.

And yet —this is the season of fire, not to destroy, but to clear. Ki burns away illusion. | feel stripped
bare — of ego, of expectation, of comfort. And in this exposed place, | begin to seek through prayer
and meditation — not for escape, but for contact. For the quiet voice beneath the noise and the hurt
— the still small pulse of life, steady as the sea against the black lava cliffs of Wai‘anapanapa.

Makahiki — The Season of Rest and Reflection

The trade winds soften. The surf along Kihei turns gentle, rhythmic, like the breath of the island itself. In Makahiki, the peo-
ple once laid down their weapons, and peace returned to the land.

So too, | lay down mine — the defenses, the stories, the constant need to be understood. Thisis a
sacred pause. A time to stop fighting life and simply witness it.

%! Step 11 teaches me that peace is not the absence of pain, but the awareness that holds pain ten-
¢ derly. Through prayer, | learn to release control. Through meditation, | learn to restin trust — like
the sea turtles sleeping in the coves of Honolua Bay just beyond the Enchanted Forest, un-

ss1 touched by the tides around them.

- Kanaloa — The Season of Depth and Stillness
Far below the surface off ‘Ahihi-Kina‘u, the ocean becomes still. No current, no noise — only the steady heartbeat of life
itself. This is Kanaloa — the deep season of mystery. The season of the unseen.

Here, in the quiet depths of meditation, | find what Step 11 promises:
conscious contact. Beneath every thought, beneath every wound, there
is Presence. The silent witness that never leaves.

When | turn inward in prayer, when | breathe through meditation, | meet
that Presence — loving, patient, eternal. It does not demand under-
standing; it simply invites awareness.

I remember now that nothing truly disappears. It only changes form.
Just as the tradewinds shift, just as the mango tree sheds and blooms
again, so too does my heart evolve through every season.

Through prayer, | seek knowledge of my Higher Power’s will.

Through meditation, | receive the strength to carry it out.

Through presence, | remember: | am not alone.

I am learning to love without needing to be loved back.

I am learning to trust even when | don’t understand.

I am learning to stay — not in the stories, but in the sacred awareness behind them.

The seasons turn. The island breathes.
And I, too, am part of that rhythm of grace.
Even now.

Especially now.

Keeping It Real and Respectful: Tradition Eleven in a Noisy World

In a world where everyone’s got a platform, a podcast, and a “personal brand,” Alcoholics Anonymous
stands out like a quiet candle in a stadium of flashing lights. That’s the essence of Tradition Eleven:

“Our public relations policy is based on attraction rather than promotion; we need always maintain personal
anonymity at the level of press, radio, and films.”

Sounds simple—but it’s radical.

This Tradition reminds us that recovery doesn’t need a spotlight to shine. We’re not here to sell sobriety like
a lifestyle product. We’re here to live it—so well, in fact, that others might see the change in us and think,
“Whatever they’re doing, | want some of that.”

In an age of social media oversharing and influencer culture, Tradition Eleven hits different. It whispers
when the world yells. It tells us that humility can actually be magnetic. When someone carries the message
with quiet integrity instead of self-promotion, that’s attraction. When we stay anonymous, we remind our-
selves that this recovery thing isn’t about fame—it’s about freedom.

Anonymity also protects us. If one of us stumbles (as humans do), it doesn’t tarnish the program as a whole.
It keeps AA grounded in its purpose: unity and service, not personalities or publicity.

Tradition Eleven is basically AA’s PR genius: no billboards, no celebrity endorsements, no hashtags—just re-
al people recovering out loud in their actions, not their headlines.

Because when something works this well, it doesn’t need a commercial.

A Feast of Gratitude

There is a kind of grace that arrives quietly — like the first light over Haleakal3, touching
the ocean with gold before the island even stirs. In the stillness of dawn, I sit with my
coffee and feel that same quiet presence that fills the rooms of AA — the one that whis-
pers, “You are still here.”

In recovery, gratitude is not a single holiday; it's a rhythm — a way of breathing, a pulse
beneath the heart. It reminds me of the aloha spirit here on Maui — that deep aware-
ness of connection, of being part of something larger than myself. In the rooms, we call
it fellowship; in Hawaiian culture, it's ‘ohana. Both mean we don’t walk alone.

When I think of Thanksgiving, I think of the Pilgrims — weary, uncertain, gathered after
loss. They gave thanks not for perfection, but for survival, for the harvest that came after
so much fear. That's how it feels in AA. We gather like them — sometimes bruised,
sometimes hungry for hope — but we pass the message like a warm bowl! of poi: sim-
ple, nourishing, sustaining.

Gratitude here isn't about having everything; it's about mahalo — thanking the Source
for what /s. For the salt air that clears my lungs, for the trade winds that remind me
change is constant, for the hands that hold mine in the circle at the end of a meeting.
It's the same energy that lives in pono — balance, rightness, harmony — the peace that
comes when I align my spirit with grace.

I imagine the Pilgrims giving thanks around a rough-hewn table, and I see us gathered
on folding chairs in a church hall in Wailuku — different centuries, same spirit. Each of
us survived a long voyage, each finding home in the simple act of gratitude.

As Ram Dass said, “We're all just walking each other home.” Here on Maui, that walk
might be along a red dirt path in ‘Tao Valley, beneath clouds that hide and reveal the
peaks, or along the beach in Kihei as the sun sets into the Pacific. The path changes, but
the prayer remains the same:

Mahalo ke Akua— thank you, Great Spirit, for this life, for this island, for this fellowship,
for another day to live in grace.
